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Imam Zaid Shakir
Imam Zaid Shakir is amongst the most respected and influential Islamic scholars in the West. As an American Muslim who came of age during the civil rights struggles, he has brought both sensitivity about race and poverty issues and scholarly discipline to his faith-based work. He commands a rock star following - legions of enthralled and inspired Muslims filling rooms to standing only capacity waiting to hear his words. 

Imam Shakir, a student of the civil rights era and an educated scholar of political science and traditional Islamic jurisprudence, casually interjects tidbits of political theory, economic reform, critical race theory, Arabic, traditional Islamic philosophy and religious didacticism within his rhetoric.

Imam Zaid Shakir teaches at Zaytuna Institute, and lectures and writes about both the ideals and the history of Islam. Born in Berkeley, California, he accepted Islam in 1977 while serving in the United States Air Force, and shortly after changed his name to Zaid Salim Shakir. A summa cum laude graduate, he obtained a BA in International Relations at American University in Washington, D.C. and later earned his MA in Political Science at Rutgers University. While at Rutgers, he led a successful campaign for disinvestment from South Africa, and co-founded a local Islamic center, Masjid al-Huda, New Brunswick, NJ. He continued his education in the Middle East, studying Arabic, Islamic law, Quranic studies, and spirituality at Syria's prestigious Abu Noor University for 7 years and also in Cairo, Egypt. Imam Zaid also studied the traditional sciences of Islam in Morocco.
Zaid Shakir (born Ricky D. Mitchell) is a prominent American Islamic Scholar, and Writer, who moved to California with his family in 2003 to serve as a Professor and Lecturer at Zaytuna Institute in California, United States, where he now teaches regular courses on Arabic, Law, History, and Islamic Spirituality. 
Imam Zaid Shakir stated in a 2009 interview with USA Today, "as a faith community our needs aren't any different than the needs of any other faith community. As Muslims, we need to develop institutions to allow us to perpetuate our values."

Imam Siraj Wahhaj 
Siraj Wahhaj (born Jeffrey Kearse) is an African-American convert to Islam and is well known among Muslims in North America as a dynamic speaker and tireless supporter of Islamic causes.


Imam Siraj Wahhaj, currently the Imam of Masjid Al-Taqwa in Brookyn, New York, accepted Islam in 1969. He received Imam training at Ummul Qura University of Makkah in 1978 and has gone on to become a national and international speaker on Islam. 
Imam Siraj is an extremely prolific speaker in America. He is known to encourage Muslims to be God-fearing, enjoin good and forbid evil, practice regular charity, stay away from drugs, abstain from pre-marital relations, and other issues as well.

In 1991 Imam Siraj offered an invocation (opening prayer) to the United States House of Representatives. He was the first Muslim to do so.
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
